Level standard, BTEC National or
equivalent.

the absence of formal qualifications.

About the Course

This course covers a general
introduction to psychology and
criminology, including research
methods, e.g. experiments,
observation studies and surveys.
Important aspects of theory are the
understanding of people’s behaviour
in groups and the development of
an individual through childhood,
adolescence and maturity. Specific
topics include conformity, response
to authority, aggression, human
lifespan development and the
diversity of human beings.

You will also experience personal
development planning where you
will reflect on your own performance
and learning throughout the course.
This will include the development

of study skills, working in groups,
time management and what it
means to study at Higher Education
level. An important part of your
personal development will be the
work placements, one in year 1 and
one in year 2. \We are developing a
wide range of opportunities for work

placements to meet the interests of
individual students where possible.

Assessment

Most modules have two
assessments from a range of
methods. These involve essays,
presentations, exams (mainly multiple
choice), practical research with a
written report and portfolios.

Portfolios are an important element
of Work-Based Learning and How to
Get Ahead in Psychology/Personal
Development. Both will involve
reflection on your academic learning
and your skills development, as well
as your ability to relate theory to

practice. You will be provided with an
assessment schedule with hand-in
dates at the start of the year along
with your module handbooks.

Next Steps

The Foundation Degree will be

of benefit to anyone working or
wanting to work in areas such as
social work, the judiciary, policing

or education. You can however,
continue into a third year at the
University of Bedfordshire on the
BSc Psychological Studies, the BSc
Psychology and Criminal Behaviour
or BA Criminology programmes. This
progression will provide an Honours
Degree. It will not, however lead to
GBR (Graduate Basis of Registration)
status issued by the British
Psychological Society, which is
necessary to become a professional
psychologist, e.g. educational or
clinical. If this becomes your aim,
then you would need to take further
modules after your Honours Degree.

Career Opportunities

The Foundation Degree and the
Honours Degree can take you into
the police force or various types of
social work, e.qg. training for probation
work. An Honours Degree can take
you into a wide range of occupations,
including the above, plus human
resources training and other roles in
industry.

Entry Requirements

No formal entry requirements.
However you must have a keen
interest in sport, fitness and health,
both from a practical and theoretical
perspective.

This course is being delivered in
partnership with the Open University
to equip you with the skills and
knowledge that are necessary to
establish a good career in the sport,
fitness and health industry. The
course is part-time and completed
over a four year period. It is designed
to fit in with a full-time job or other
commitments. Your programme

of learning will be supported

by high-quality Open University
materials, as well as workshops and
tutorials throughout the year.

Key Features
e This is a distance-learning course
that uses a variety of resources to

aid the completion of assessments.

e Resources include a heart-rate
monitor, DVDs, online website and
course reading books

e You will attend a total of twelve
hours of tutorials throughout each
year in order to prepare for your
assignments

e Your ability to be self-motivated and
undertake a number of hours of
home study each week is essential.

The achievement of the Foundation
Degree qualification is also linked to
successful completion of a practical
Advanced Fitness Instructing (Gym)
course, which gives access to the
Register of Exercise Professionals
at Level 3. This qualification will be
offered in a blended learning format
by YMCAfit.

Assessment

You will be assessed through

tutor marked assignments that are
submitted electronically. You will

also be able to develop evidence for
assignment work through work-based
experience during your second and
third years of study.

Next Steps

On successful completion of the
Foundation Degree, you will have
the opportunity to top-up your
qualification to a full Degree through
the Open University.

Career Opportunities

Careers include working within the
leisure industry as an advanced
fitness instructor, duty manager or
sports facility manager. In addition
there is scope to work within sports
science, for example conducting
fitness assessments on athletes at a
variety of levels of competition.
